Formation of the Global Healing response
The Global Healing Response (GHR) was introduced to a network of worldwide labyrinth facilitators on August 9, 2005 by Ellen Bintz Meuch, Certified Labyrinth Facilitator.  It is a Veriditas (www.veriditas.org) sponsored program. The GHR is a simple plan using the labyrinth in a unified response to promote stress management, grief integration and healing in case of an emergency or disaster from any force.  The GHR was first implemented in response to Hurricane Katrina on October 15, 2005. It has also been used in response to disasters in Myanmar, China, Haiti and Chili.  
History and Benefits of the labyrinth

Labyrinth can be found all over the globe.  Various religious traditions—both ancient and contemporary—have used them as tools for prayer, introspection, clarity and peace.  The Christian tradition is no exception.  Inlaid into the floor of the Chartres Cathedral (1220AD) in France was placed a 42 foot, 11 circuit labyrinth.  Pilgrims would walk the labyrinth as an expression of faith, as a path to life, hope and newness.  The ancients said, “Salvatore ambulando” which translates, “It is solved by walking.”  

Many different styles and formats of labyrinths will be used on MONTH DATE— permanent, portable; outdoor, indoor; large, small.  Labyrinths are currently being used world-wide as a way to quiet the mind, find balance, and encourage meditation, insight and celebration. They are open to all people as a non-denominational, cross-cultural tool of well-being. They can be found in medical centers, parks, churches, schools, prisons, memorial parks and retreat centers as well as in people's backyards.
